In the Evening our whole party in 3 Carriages went to Vivians Elections Ball at
Swansea & we came away at 12 & all returned home

We found Trilobitis which are at least nearly allied to the Dudly Species in an abandoned Quarry E of the Road
about 1/3 of a mile from Lanarthny towards Golden Grove & also in a Quarry on the crest of the Hill above
Aberbytheval[?] Church. From the latter the Roads in the neighbourhood are repaired & they are almost full of
Fossil Casts; see Augt 27 p.70
